Every 10 years, with great fanfare
this curtain rises
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Every ten years from May to October, the world
beats a path to the quaint little village of
Oberammergau, high in the Bavarian Alps.
Colourful murals adorn the exterior of charming
hotels, restaurants, and shops, and window
boxes overflow with geraniums. However, it is
the world renowned Passionsspiele, or Passion
Play, that visitors are coming to see. It is the
most famous musical drama in the world - a play
of epic proportion that has been drawing
crowds for centuries.

The play was first presented in 1634 in gratitude
to God for sparing most of Oberammergau vil-
lagers from the Black Plague. It was mainly due
to the geographical location of Oberammergau
being surrounded by mountains and accessible
only in the summer months that spared it from
the plague. A villager, who had lived away, was
overcome by homesickness, plus a desire to
attend the anniversary celebrations in his home
village, stole back under cover of darkness,
unknowingly bringing the plague with him and
soon his family and about 80 other villagers had
died. The survivors plead with God to stop the
plague and spare the rest of the village and
vowed that they would stage a religious per-
formance each decade in gratitude. God
answered their prayer and stopped the plague,

and they have faithfully kept their pledge, except
when a Napoleon or Hitler interfered.

The story line of the play comes directly from the
Biblical accounts of Matthew, Mark, Luke and
John and depicts Jesus from the time he enters
Jerusalem until the resurrection. Much of the
story is sung in opera-fashion, and a full concert
orchestra embellishes the drama with a rich musi-
cal background. The Passion Play is a profoundly

moving spectacle that compels viewers to pon-

der the significance of Christ's death and resur-
rection. Even for those who do not understand

German, the visual and musical aspects of the
play are deeply stirring, but complete transla-

tions are provided for foreign guests.

The open air stage is big enough to hold 700
actors and the centurion's horse, plus a fifty-

voice choir. A shell covers the 5,000 seat audito-
rium so visitors are comfortably protected from
the elements. There are 16 acts and 34 changes
of scenery. Between the acts, there are still-life
portrayals of Old Testament events. For exam-
ple, a still life portrayal of the angel driving Adam
and Eve out of the Garden of Eden precedes the
live action of Christ driving the moneychangers
out of the temple. Nearly one third of the 5,000
residents of Oberammergau have a direct part in
the play. There are 104 speaking parts and about
900 non-speaking parts, including 350 children.
Another 400 or so work behind the scenes as
ushers, electricians, ticket-takers, wardrobers,
singers and stagehands. The other 3000 or so are
involved in the business of catering for all who
visit.

Most of those who arrive in Oberammergau to
see the Passion play will come as part of a wider
tour of which the Play is a highlight. All of our
proposed tours at this time will include a two-
night stay in Oberammergau. We are pleased to
have a free morning to explore the village and its
surroundings and of course, the shops area
always a great attraction.

Day 1 In Flight Join Air Canada for our
overnight flight from Toronto to Munich with
Air Canada.

Day 2 Grassau, Chiemsee Area Upon arrival
in Munich, we will be met by our GLP
Worldwide Tour Director and transferred to

the lovely four-star Sporthotel Achental

Grassau. This attractive property welcomes
you for a six-night stay so unpack, hang up
your clothes, relax and enjoy the wonderful
landscape and the amenities of our hotel
which include gymnasium, sauna, swimming
pool and elegantly furnished rooms.

It served less as living
quarters, and more as a symbolic spreading
of his fame. After his death is 1885, the build-
ing was left unfinished. Our trip today
includes boat and entrance fees.

Day 4 Day trip to Salzburg Today we expe-
rience Salzburg, known worldwide as the
birthplace of Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart.

After your visit of the monastery, you will
head to the highest peak in Germany, the
Zugspitze which soars to 2,962 m (9,788 ft).
From Eibsee, you take the cable car to the
summit of the mountain where, on a clear
day, you can see the peaks of hundreds of
Bavarian Alps mountains in Austria,
Switzerland and Italy. You will descend the
mountain onboard the Zugspitzbahn, a cog-
wheel train. Arrival into Oberammergau in
the afternoon with time to get oriented to
this delightful town. Breakfast and dinner.

Day 9 Oberammergau/Passion Play A free
morning to shop and explore this delightful
town. Lunch today followed by the Passion
Play this afternoon and then a break for din-
ner and balance of the play this evening.
Breakfast, lunch and dinner.

Day 10 Oberammergau to Lucerne  Hidden
in the seclusion of the mountains Ludwig II.
built two of his dream castles: Neuschwanstein
and Linderhof. As we travel today, we will visit
these two extraordinary castles, both testify-
ing to the vision of Bavaria's fairytale King.
We end our day in Lucerne, Switzerland.
Breakfast and dinner.

Day 11 Half day sightseeing Lucerne &
afternoon at leisure. Any tour of Lucerne
must begin with the fourteenth-century cov-
ered KapellbrYcke, the oldest wooden bridge
in Europe, angled around the octagonal mid-
river Wasserturm. In deference to the fact
that the city development arose largely from
defense of this bridge, it's highly distinctive
Wasserturm (formerly a lighthouse, a prison, a
treasury and today serving as a meeting
house) has come to stand as the symbol of
Lucerne. In the early hours of August 18,
1993, a small boat moored alongside the
bridge caught fire and, in one of the most
dramatic spectacles in the city's recent histo-
ry, the flames rapidly spread to engulf the
whole structure. By dawn, virtually the entire
bridge had been destroyed, with only the
bridgeheads on both banks surviving. The
authorities rapidly set about reconstruction,
and an identical replacement was completed
nine months later. The principal historical
interest of the bridge lay in its collection of
double-sided triangular roof panels, painted
in the seventeenth century with scenes from
the city's past and present - of the 111 pan-
els, 65 were entirely ruined and had to be
replaced with facsimiles. We continue our
tour to Old Town with time for lunch on your
own and a free afternoon for shopping.

Day 1 In Flight We start our journey to
Europe with an overnight flight to Rome,
Italy with Air Canada.

Day 2 Rome After arrival in the Eternal City
of Rome, we are met by our friendly Tour
Manager who assists us in transferring to
our hotel. En route, we enjoy a panoramic
sightseeing tour. There is time for lunch on
our own and then we will check in to our

hotel for time to rest. We have dinner and

stay the night in Rome.

Day 3 Rome Today we take a sightseeing
tour of the Vatican City. We see one of the

greatest collections of art in the world - the

Vatican Museums and the Sistine Chapel
with the work of Michelangelo. We also

visit St. Peter's Basilica. Constantine, the
first Christian Emperor, decided in 324 AD

to build a basilica on the site where St.
Peter was buried after he had been mar-
tyred in Nero's Circus. There is time for
lunch on our own before an afternoon at

leisure under the guidance of our Tour
Manager. Dinner and the night are in

Rome.

Day 4 Rome Our day begins with a sight-
seeing tour of Ancient Rome, including a
visit to the Coliseum. Originally called the

Flavian Amphitheatre after its builders, the
Coliseum's construction began around 70
AD in a low-lying area that had once
formed the pond of Nero's Domus Aureus.

The amphitheater probably came to be

called the "Coliseum" because a colossal
statue of Nero once stood near it. It was
completed in 80 AD and seated more than

50,000 spectators. Its opening was cele-
brated with 100 days of games. There is
free time for lunch on our own and an after-

noon at leisure to explore Rome under the
guidance of our Tour Manager. Enjoy the
shopping and many sights to see!! We have
dinner and stay the night in Rome.

Day 5 Assisi Assisi represents an ensemble
of masterpieces of human creative genius,
such as the Basilica of San Francesco, which
has made it a reference for art history in
Europe and the world. We take a guided
sightseeing tour of Assisi with a visit to St.
Francis Basilica, where on July 17th, 1228,
the day after the canonization of St Francis,
Pope Gregory IX laid the first stone of the
lower Basilica. Two years later, the saint's
body that had been resting in the church of
San Giorgio was brought here in secret, for
fear of looting by tomb raiders, and buried
in the unfinished church. We have time for
lunch on our own and an afternoon tour of
Assisi with our guide. We have dinner and
spend the night in Assisi.

Day 6 Assisi/Florence We leave Assisi
today and travel to Florence, birthplace of
the Renaissance. During the Renaissance,
inventors and men of science were encour-
aged to base their research on the reinter-
pretation of the achievements of the
Classic civilization and on the expansion of
the new scientific horizons. Florence was
home to many, including Dante, Giotto,
Lorenzo the Magnificent and Michelangelo.
We tour the amazing Accademia of Fine
Arts, where we see their fine collection of
Michelangelo sculptures, including the
original David. Our next stop is the
Cathedral of Santa Maria de Liore. With
origins dating back to 1296, it is one of the
largest cathedrals in the Christian world.
Dinner and overnight are in Florence.

Day 7 Florence/Venice Enroute stop in
Verona for a guided walking tour. Verona
was occupied by the Austrians in 1814 and
united as part of Veneto with Italy in 1866.
It was home to Romeo and Juliet, immor-
talized by Wiliam Shakespeare. Casa di
Giulietto, or the Capulets' house, which
was Juliet's home whose inner courtyard
contains the famous balcony from which
Juliet beckoned for her fair Romeo.
Continue for overnight to Venice - Mestre.
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Day 8 Venice Transfer to Venice-Island for
a half-day guided walking tour including
entrance to St. Mark's Basilica and the
Doge's Palace. Afternoon in Venice at
leisure. Dinner and overnight in Venice-
Mestre.

Day 9 Venice to Oberammergau Today
depart Venice and travel to Oberammergau.
Enroute we stop in Innsbruck. Enjoy a guid-
ed walking tour of Innsbruck including a
view of the famous Goldenes Dachl, the
"Golden Roof". We continue to Oberammergau
for the dinner and the night.

Dayl0 Oberammergau/Passion Play
Today is the day we have all been waiting
for! This small town well known for its wood
carvers is encircled by the wooded foothills
of the Ammergau and owes its fame to the
internationally renowned Passion Play.
Performed only once every ten years and
involving 1,100 amateur actors from the
local population, this play, re-enacting the
final days of Christ, lasts an entire summer's
day. Free morning with the first part of the
play this afternoon and balance of play
after dinner. This is sure to be a day we wiill
never forget. Breakfast, lunch, dinner and
overnight are in Oberammergau.

Day 11 Oberammergau/Ulm/Heidelberg
After a most memorable day, we board our
motor coach for the drive to Heidelberg,
Germany. We stop in Ulm, home of Albert
Einstein, where we visit the MYnster
Cathedral. With a spire that stands 528 ft.
tall, it is the tallest in the world. We have
lunch on our own before we continue to
Heidelberg for dinner and the night.

Day 12 Heidelberg Our day begins with a
guided sightseeing tour of Heidelberg,
including entrance to the Heidelberg
Castle. This Castle is one of Germany's
most romantic locations, with a long and
turbulent history. First constructed in the
early 15th century as a residence for the
Palatine princes, it was destroyed twice
during war times and was once struck by
lightening. Stones have even been
removed to construct other buildings, thus
it has a variety of architectural styles. There
is free time for lunch and an afternoon at
leisure to explore this fascinating town on
your own. Your tour manager is available to
direct you. Tonight we gather for a Farewell
dinner and stay the night in Heidelberg.

Day 13 Heidelberg/Frankfurt/Canada
We transfer to Frankfurt Airport for our
return flight with Air Canada to Canada
with many memorable experiences to
share!

Day 1 Departure from the Canada We
start our journey with an overnight flight
over the Atlantic to Budapest, Hungary.

Day 2 Budapest After arrival in Budapest,
Hungary, we are met by our friendly Tour
Manager who helps us board our awaiting
motor coach that transfers us to our hotel.
En route we enjoy a panoramic sightseeing
tour with our Tour Manager. We have din-
ner and spend the night in Budapest.

Day 3 Budapest The cities of Buda and
Pest lie on opposite sides of the River
Danube, together comprising the capital of

Hungary. Today we have a sightseeing tour
that includes the Fisherman's Bastion.The
Fisherman's Bastion is one of the most
popular spots of the Castle District, as it
offers a grand panorama of almost the
entire city. It received its name from the

medieval ramparts system that rose above
the suburb named Fisherman's Town. In
addition, there used to be a fish market

behind the ramparts. We tour Mityts
Templom, which has been used over the
centuries as a coronation church for the
Hungarian kings. The slender and graceful

Day 4 Budapest/Eisenstadt/Vienna  This
morning we travel to Eisenstadt on the
south slope of the Leithagebirge, a heavily
forested area in the foothills of the Alps. It
is at this point that the great Central
European Plain begins. We visit the

Ch%eteau of the Esterhazy Princes. Prince

Paul Esterhazy commissioned the Italian
architect Carlone to build the great round
court of honor. The Haydnsall (Haydn
Room) was the great hall of state in the
time of the Esterhazy princes. In the noble
setting of this huge hall, decorated in the
18th century, Joseph Haydn, nearly every
evening, conducted the orchestra of the
princely court, often performing his own
works. We continue to Vienna for dinner
and overnight.

Day 5 Vienna Today we take a tour of
Vienna, including Schsnbrunn Palace, built
by Emperor Leopold | for his son, Josef I.
Marie-Antoinette spent her childhood

here. It was in the concert room that
Mozart, at the age of 6, astonished the
empress and her courtiers with his amazing
talents. Later, in the castle's little theatre,
the prodigy directed his opera Der

Schauspieldirecktor in 1786. In 1805 and
1809, Napoleon | set up his headquarters
in Schdnbrunn. We have time for lunch
and spend the afternoon at leisure on our
own. Our Tour Manager is available with
tips on what to see. We have dinner and
stay overnight in Vienna.

Day 6 Vienna Embarking on a half-day
sightseeing tour of Vienna, we Vvisit
Mozart's House (Figaro's House) and the
House of Music. Mozart lived in Figaro's
House from 1784 to 1787 and composed
The Marriage of Figaro here. We have time
for lunch on our own and an afternoon at
leisure with guidance by our Tour Manager.
We have dinner and stay in Vienna
overnight.

Day 7 Vienna/Salzburg This morning we
travel to the beautiful city of Salzburg.
Salzburg was the home of Wolfgang
Amadeus Mozart, who was born on
January 27, 1756. By 1770, at the age of
14, Mozart already had behind him a
career and volumes of music that more
than one composer might envy. But,
according to his father, a visit to Italy was
necessary to complete a musician's educa-
tion, and so Wolfgang traveled to Italy
where he would compose an opera.
